SEASONAL WORKERS
SCHEME

Swansea residents may notice some unfa-
miliar faces appearing in the town with an
influx of male and female seasonal work-
ers from Vanuatu.

A group of 20 workers arrived on May
29th with 14 additional workers arriving
on June 9th. A further 10 workers from
Samoa will be arriving on June 20th.

All workers will be staying at the Swansea
Backpackers.

The Pacific Australia Labour Mobility
(PALM) scheme allows eligible Australian
businesses to hire workers from 9 Pacific
islands and Timor-Leste when there are
not enough local workers available.

The PALM scheme helps to fill labour
gaps in rural and regional Australia by
offering employers access to a pool of
reliable, productive workers. It also allows
Pacific and Timor-Leste workers to take
up jobs in Australia, develop their skills
and send income home to support their
families and communities.

The wellbeing of Pacific and Timor-Leste
workers in Australia is of the highest prior-
ity for the Australian Government. All
participating workers have the same rights
and protections as Australian workers.

A stringent criteria range of measures is in
place to protect workers, including vetting

of employers and accommodation provid-
ers, site visits and spot checks and regular
reporting requirements.

Workers are also encouraged and support-
ed to connect to their local communities in
rural and regional Australia.

Chris MacGregor, as the new owner of the
backpackers I am pleased to have the
workers staying. Vanuatu people are in-
credibly friendly and welcoming at all
times. This is because they are generally
kind people, but also because showing
anger is considered impolite in their cul-
ture. They are very quiet and co-operative
at the hostel and always keep the place
orderly. As they are predominately here to
save money and learn new skills, the
workers spend most of their limited spare
time relaxing at the hostel, cooking fish
outside around a fire pot, fishing and chat-
ting with family back home on their mo-
biles.
